Sam frequently posts on the Everleigh Neighbours
Facebook page, so she might be a familiar name
to you. She has the wonderful idea of a buy/swap/

hope that as the community grows, we can turn to
our neighbours to reduce, reuse, and recycle close
to home.

The land on which Everleigh is situated was
purchased, as part of a larger property, in the

1950s by Jack and Audrey Anderson. The property,
named “The Meadows", was primarily used to graze
cattle, and (with Mount Cornish, Muttaburra and
Capella Downs, Capella) formed part of the family’s
Brahman Stud. In 1981, Jack and Audrey's son, lan,
his wife, Mary, and their children, Anastasia, loanne
and Stavroola made “The Meadows” their home.

lan and Mary decided to relocate to Brisbane so
that their children could have access to better
educational opportunities. The Meadows remained
the home of lan and Mary, and Brahman cattle, until
February 2016. We hope you enjoyed learning more
about the history.

His love for animals started young, birthing calves
from the age of 9. He has always been interested

in animal nutrition, pastures, reproductive anatomy
and how animals functioned, so becoming a vet was
natural for Glenn.

When we caught up with Glenn, he shared what he
loves about our community, saying we have a pretty
stable community in that people tend to enjoy living
here and stay for a long time and lots of new people
are moving to the area too. The air is clean, and you
can walk through the shops and people are generally
happy to say hello or give a smile. He shared that
the best part of his work is to keep pets as happy
and healthy as possible and help out when they

are not well. Glenn attended our Paw-fect Playtime
on July 10 and talked about dog health. He has a
genuine passion for the wellbeing of animals and the
help he provides to our community and their pets is
appreciated by many. Thank you, Glenn!
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Community for us means coming together to help one another, create special moments and be part of
something bigger. We have had the privilege of working with our new local school, Everleigh State School
since they opened their doors in January this year. \We are creating opportunities for families to become more
familiar with the school team, with our fortnightly Everleigh Little Learners playgroup. being part of the 1st
Anzac ceremony, holding our Greenbank Biggest Morning Tea fundraiser and being one of many community
groups that attended the Under 8's students’ fun day. Our most treasured memory to date was when we
created the one of a kind Everleigh foundation prep students time capsule. We joined the prep students and
teachers for a morning of dreaming, thinking and recording ‘what they want to be when they grow up”and
‘how they can make the world a better place’ With future vets, police officers, teachers and most beautifully -
‘kindness' being a shared way the students want to make our world a better place.

The Everleigh time capsule is now locked away safely and will be opened during the student’s graduation
year of primary school in 2028, together we will then take a trip down memory lane with the students,
revisiting their younger selves and recording again in their time travellers passport. We are grateful to be able
to bring this activity to the school students and work with the Everleigh Mirvac team. Thanks also to local
publishers Jimboomba Times and Logan West News who helped share this good news story.

Our cultural history plays a significant part of our future, appreciating
traditional owners’ stories and journeys adds to the fabric of our past.

Over the years we have been honoured to celebrate significant cultural
moments with our community and always have the privilege of sharing
indigenous traditions. This year we had the pleasure of hosting a cultural
story time with Logan Libraries and Greenbank’s future Guardian Childcare
Centre at our Everleigh Community Library. Thank you to both groups for
their involvement, we were able to share the NAIDOC creative packs with
children on the day and again at our playgroup sessions.
